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By the time you read this our RCYF/Cornerstone Youth Mission Team 
will already be started on this summerôs mission trip to Lorain, Ohio. 
More information on the mission is included in this Messenger, because 
itôs important to remember that mission is always a ñwhole bodyò effort ï 
that as the vans roll out, we are sending more than just 21 students and 
adults to serve in Lorain. Instead, they represent a community that is 
reaching out in prayer and investment in the teenagers weôve sent. Our 

sending organization, Next Steps Ministries, states its purpose this way: 
Our first goal is to provide a trip experience that genuinely guides students into 
the next step of their faith. Our second goal is to provide a bridge between studentsô 
one-week trip and the long-term development of the community they are serving. 
  
The testimony you often hear around short-term missions is: ñI donôt know what effect I 
had, but it affected me!ò  Maybe youôve experienced that; I know I have. Itôs the easiest 
entry-point we have to pray for the teenagers on this trip ï that this would be more than 
a vacation, more even than an eye-opening adventure! Pray that to spend a week 
looking at and serving a community the way Jesus does would truly spark in students a 
genuine ñnext stepò in faith. 
  
Secondly, our team needs your prayers for the community itself. In our pre-trip meeting 
with the team, we emphasized that our job is not to ñbring Jesusò to Lorain. Instead, 
our job is to discover where Jesus is already ahead of us in love for those we serve. It 
means praying that even in the short span of a week, students on this trip would 
discover true compassion for Lorain, that there would people ï folks they serve or 
those doing the long-term mission work ï who stick in their hearts long after the trip is 
done. In prayer you could imagine what it would be like for our Randolph community to 
be in need and to have a summerôs worth of students descending on us to help. What 
would you pray to come of that? 
  
But in addition to prayer, these teenage disciples also need our investment, especially 
when they get back. The impact of this trip when they return will depend in part on the 
interest of their churches. Will they find us eager to know how they served? Will they 
sense they really were surrounded by prayer? Will they have the chance to ponder 
where Jesus was in the trip through the questions we ask? (Even if answers to those 
questions take awhile.) 
  
Weôre excited to have Ella, Katelyn, Alissa, Jacob, Jayden, Jami, Stella, Tessa, 
Sophia, Violet, Katelyn, Caleb, Josie, Austin, Sydnee, Kaylee & Evan representing you 
all on this trip, along with Pastor Keith, Shirley, Jalyn and me. Join us in prayer that this 
truly is a next step, for Lorain and for those on mission.
